1. Passing more than 50% of the credit points in 
which the student is enrolled in the trimester. 

2. Maintain a rate of academic progress that 
enables them to complete their course within the 
maximum period of study defined by the 
Academic Board and

3. Satisfying the requirements of any compulsory 
placements in their course.
